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IMPORTANT SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:

1. Before wiring the paddle fan, please turn off the electric power supply at the main fuse
box or main circuit breaker and leave it off until installation is completed.

2. The outlet box and support structure must be securely and capable of reliably supporting
a minimum of 35 pounds. Use only metallic outlet boxes.

3. Do not install paddle fan less than 2.3M between floor and lowest edge of fan blades.

4. All wiring must be in accordance with the National Electrical Code and local electrical
codes. Electrical installation should be performed by a qualified licensed electrician.

5. Do not operate reversing switch while fan blades are in motion. Fan must be turned off
and blades stopped before reversing blade direction.

6. Avoid placing objects in the path of the blades.

7. Do not use water or detergents when cleaning the fan or fan blades. A dry dust cloth or
light dampened cloth will be suitable for most cleaning.

8. After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned upward and
pushed carefully up into outlet box. The wires should be spread apart with the grounded
conductor and the equipment-grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Turn on power and check operation of fan. The pull chain controls the fan as follows:
One pull-high speed:; two pulls-medium speed; three pulls-low speed: four pull "OFF".

2. 1f regulator speed controls being applied, the regulator controls the fan as follows.

Turn control knob to position 'I'(slow speed), then increase as required in steps to position
'5" (full speed).

3. The slide switch controls "FORWARD" and "REVERSE". Be sure turn off the power source
before reverse the fan.

WARMER WEATHER OPERATION

Air Flow Direction Upward, Speed low to Medium.

In cooler weather upward airflow reduces drafts while moving. air off the ceiling. The exact
speed will depend on the size of the room, number of fan, ceiling height, etc.

|t should be fast, enough to break up the air stratification, but slow so as not to create a
breeze.
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OPERATION IN COOL WEATHER

Upward air flow direction. Low to medium speed. In colder weather the upward flow of air
reduces currents while moving the warmer air away from the ceiling. The exact speed will
depend on the size of the room, the number of fans, the height of the ceiling, etc. It should
be fast enough to disperse the air stratification, but slow enough to avoid breeze.

INSTALLATION OF FAN

MOUNTING FAN

1. Using two screws fasten hanger plate or J hook to ceiling outlet box as shown in Fig. 1.
2. Place stem into ceiling up. Pull the wires carefully through stem without damaging the
fan wires.

3. Insert stem into fan and align through-holes for hanging rod. Insert cotter pin into hole
and bend back the ends to fasten. To avoid rattle, make sure ends of cotter pin do not rest
on motor housing as shown in Fig2.

A. FOR SINGLE J HOOK HANGING SYSTEM

1. Being very careful not to damage wiring lift up fan assembly and engage rubber roller at
approximate angle of 300 over hook as shown in Fig. 3.

2. Be certain rubber roller is fully locked into position, i.e. no metal to contact as shown in
Fig. 4.

3. Slide the ceiling canopy up and fix canopy to its position by tightening screw.
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B. FOR BALL HANGER HANGING SYSTEM

1. Using the hook for hang the fan body through one of the holes of canopy. Support the fan
with this hook white making the wiring connections.

2. Remove the ceiling canopy from the hook of hanger plate, locate all wires into the ceiling
canopy.

3. Make sure stem in seated firmly inside ball. Turn until groove locks with tab in canopy,
Locate ceiling canopy to its position affix to the hanger plane by tightening lock screws as
shown in Fig. 5.

BLADE ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

1. Mount the brackets to the fan blades using the blade screws and washers provided. See
Fig. 6. Make sure all blade screw are tightened securely.

2. Mount the blade assemblies to the motor with motor screw provided. Make sure all
screw are tightened securely, see Fig. 7.

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ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

Connect black to live, white to neutral, and Green grounding lead to the grounded conductor
of the supply circuit, if you are installing a light kit. Connect blue or red to live of the supply
circuit. Use wire connectors provided with your fan. No loose strands or loose connec-
tions should be present. After splices are made, the wires must be spread apart so that
the green and white are on one side of the outlet box and black (and blue or red if light kit
Is installed) are on the other side. Turn splices upward and carefully push all wiring into
outlet box. For optional wall controls, see fig.8b, 8c, 8d. (note: regulator control fan speed
only, cannot use in light kit) user must provide a bipolar switch as power supply switch
for himself. The opening distance from the connection of the cutting equipment is at least
3mm which on the fired connection of the connected instrument.
